and power of the Holy Ghost 
that led to the rapid development 
of the Christian Church. That is 
to say, the Acts of the Holy Ghost 
upon the Apostles created the 
Church.  The Power of the Holy 
Ghost was in the mighty rushing 
wind, the fiery cloven tongues 
and the earth shattering noise on 
the Day of Pentecost: fifty days to 
the day after the resurrection of 
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  

 I wondered as I read the 
second chapter of Acts, what did 
the Apostles do that caused them 
to be filled, used and empowered 
by the Holy Spirit after 
Pentecost?  The answer from 
scripture is transparent:  The 
Apostles worshipped God, had 
fellowship with one another, and  
joyfully rendered service to each 
other.  The Holy Spirit affirmed 
their worship, fellowship and 
service by growing the Church: 
“The Lord added to their 
number daily those who would 
be saved.”  So this text is a 
prescription for church growth. 
The same Holy Ghost is present 
today who was present both at 
Pentecost and at the creation of 
the world itself.    

 We can learn four things 
from the Apostles at Pentecost! 
 
First, we must increase our 
worship each and every Sunday 
and each and every day by 
praising God without hindrance 
and without quenching the 
Spirit.  Second, we must 
continue to study the Word of 

God by reading the Bible from cover 
to cover.  Third, we must take 
seriously the preaching of the 
Gospel.  The Holy Ghost is always 
present to the church when the 
unadulterated Gospel of Jesus Christ 
is preached.  And finally we must 
choose to be servant-ministers rather 
than slave-masters.  That is to say, 
we must move from bossism to 
servant-hood!   I am persuaded that 
we must implement these four main 
points in order to be a growing 
church. 

 Finally, Bishop Richard Allen, 
Absalom Jones, were snatched from 
their knees at St. George’s 
Methodist Episcopal Church in 
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania in 1787 
simply because they wanted to pray 
beside their fellow Caucasian 
churchgoers.  222 years later the 
church that Bishop Allen organized 
has an inclusive motto, “God our 
Father, Christ Our Redeemer, The 
Holy Spirit our Comforter, 
Humankind our Family.”
